FIREWORKS NIGHT
Members received feedback and debrief of the 5 November 2014 Fireworks Display in Meadow Park.  

It was noted that positive responses had been received by the Office from Members of the Public in person, by email and on the Council’s Facebook and Twitter pages.  

Some Members commented that the PA contractor could be asked to ascertain whether improvements to the sound could be made to cover the whole of Meadow Park.   
It was noted that two large speaker towers were in place and any future improvements would need to be proportional and cost effective.

Members also suggested that there be a pause in the 2015 display at the penultimate stage to highlight the closing crescendo.
